The Under the Big Top Open has one 5D Guaranteed $48,875 payout on Sunday. The race is being held in 5 sessions (two on Friday, two on Saturday, and one
on Sunday). Riders can enter from 1to 5 sessions on the same horse and will have a separate result for each entry. We recommend that racers enter three
Open sessions: one on Friday, one on Saturday, and on Sunday (which is free for those who enter on Friday and Saturday). So, for $150, you get three runs and
three chances to get checks starting at $4000. It is possible for one rider/horse combination to win a check for every session they enter. Sidepots ($500-added
Open, Amateur, Youth, Adult, Masters, and IBRA Members) are provided with every session and are paid after each session; all times carry from the Open to
the sidepots The best deal is the $500-added Open Sidepot; for a $35 entry fee, you are essentially entering a $500 added race!

Dogs must be on a leash at all times.
Purchase and schedule exhibitions/timed runs at the arena.
Stalls will NOT be pre-assigned; when you arrive at Buckeye, look for the “PacWest Stall Information” banner to receive instructions for stalling your horse(s). A small
number of premium stalls are available in the Mare Motel and the Castle Brooke Barn. There are 200 covered outdoor stalls (“standard” stalls). If these fill up, there are
some open panel stalls. All horses must be in a rented stall overnight. You may either bring your own shavings or purchase them from the arena at $9/bag. You will be
disqualified and loose all entry fees and prizes if you attempt to use a stall without paying for it.
Camping reservations should be made through the Buckeye Equestrian Center; call 623.691.6900
Except for the Thursday warm-up race, dress code is long-sleeved shirt, western hat or helmet, riding boots.
A horse can be entered in up to 5 Under the Big Top Open sessions but can be entered in one session only once. No horse sharing within one session.
The offer for a free Sunday run in the Under the Big Top Open requires that you enter the same horse in a Friday AND a Saturday session and run that horse—for free--on
Sunday.
Once the draw is posted for an Open race/session, no scratches or horse changes are allowed except for documented vet-outs which will result in the refund of race entry
fees. PacWest will keep all stall, late, and processing fees.
When a race is scheduled to begin after another with an approximate start time, it is the rider’s responsibility to verify when that race will start.

Those who enter the Jockey Slot Race must agree and sign that: They have had no Open 1D or Futurity 1D payouts in the last 365 days; have had no open rodeo payouts in the last
365 days; are not WPRA card holders (permits are OK) and that they—or an immediate family member—own the horse they’re entering. If this proves to not be true, they will forfeit
their entry fees and any winnings from this race.

If entering the IBRA Member Sidepot, you must provide your IBRA member number and pay the co-sanctioning fee. Under the Big Top Open sessions are NOT IBRA co-sanctioned.
If co-sanctioning the Under the Big Top Open, you are limited to co-sanctioning one session only. The first session you enter is the one that must be co-sanctioned.

Once a horse has entered the competition arena, forward movement is required. No circling!
If a horse breaks pattern, you may finish your run but may NOT re-circle any barrel; doing so will result in a $25 fine. The rider(s) following you in your drag will appreciate
it.
PacWest will determine eligibility for a rerun and also determine where in the draw any granted rerun will occur.
